The minimum age for both sacraments is the age in which a child begins to reason, which is
beginning from seven years. However, reception of the sacraments depends on a child's
readiness, so there is a wide range of ages at which to receive these Sacraments. The
expectation for those registering for catechesis is that your child should already be regularly
attending Holy Mass on Sundays and can pray from memory (in English) at least the following
prayers: Our Father, Hail Mary, and Glory Be.
